Treasurer’s Report/Update

Fund Raising 2011/12
100 Club
There was a discussion regarding relaunch of the 100 club, possibly in a different format.  A decision was eventually taken to postpone any relaunch and revisit the idea in September 2012.
Sponsored Event
Jayne suggested holding a sponsored event as these had been successful in the past. The idea of a sponsored “Fill A Matchbox” fundraiser was tabled, alternatively, a sponsored skip could be held.  It was agreed that the event should be held in Spring 2012.

Christmas Cards/Calendars
Jayne suggested that funds could be raised by selling Christmas cards which the children would make for their parents to then order.  It was felt that this was a good idea and should be followed up.

Mr Crawford raised the idea of a school calendar, with photographs of the children by month of birth, which would be made available for parents to buy.  Businesses could also be asked to sponsor pages of the calendar for a fee of £50 per business. It was agreed that this should be followed up – Lynne to send a letter asking for expressions of interest from businesses.

Evening Fundraising Event
A number of suggestions were made including a race night, a quiz night and an Auction of Promises.  A Bingo Night was agreed on – this will be held on Friday 14th October from 7.00pm.  Refreshments will be provided – Annette agreed to look into the possibility of Dominos providing pizza.
Discos
