Allocation of Funds

It was agreed that the focus should be on providing ICT equipment for the school this year.  Mr Crawford has had two quotes at present and is contacting another two companies to quote.  The quotes are averaging at £300 per piece for laptops and around £260 per piece for ipads.  The wireless network has been quoted at approximately £2500.  The ideal plan would be to get the wireless network fitted around Christmastime then add the hardware in stages.  There will be a need for increased security once the school has portable computers.  Mr Crawford said ideally he would like to purchase 15 laptops and 10 or 15 ipads.  The committee spoke about having some kind of total so that we could record visually how much we are raising, eg a thermometer – Mr Crawford to speak to Mrs Shaw regarding doing something with some of the children.
